
 

The last Sunday of the Church Year, the Sunday before Advent, is often called 'Stir-
up Sunday'.  Before Christmas puddings were sold ready-made in foil containers, 
they were always made at home.  They were made a month before Christmas Day, 
so the flavours had plenty of time to develop.  On Stir Up Sunday families 
traditionally made their Christmas puddings.  The pudding mixture was always 
stirred from East to West in honour of the three Wise Men who visited the baby 
Jesus.  Whilst stirring the pudding mixture, each family member would have a turn 
and make a secret wish. 

The name 'Stir Up Sunday' comes from the opening words 
of the collect for the day in the Book of Common Prayer.  
The original collect has today been adapted into more 
modern language in Common Worship and is now the 
Church of England's prayer after communion on this day: 
Stir up, O Lord, 
the wills of your faithful people; 
that they, plenteously bringing forth the fruit of good 
works, 
may by you be plenteously rewarded; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord.    Amen
