I have now been Vicar of St Peter’s for six months. This is less than the blink of an 

eye when it comes to really getting to know a church community as complex and 

varied as this one. If I were to list the extraordinary wealth and variety of activity 

that goes on here, it would completely fill this page. I’d like, however, to highlight 

just one small weekly event: The Healing Service on Tuesdays at 12.30pm. This 

service, which is sometimes a Communion and sometimes a Service of the Word, is 

a hidden gem. The congregation is not large and the liturgy is not spectacular, but 

this service has, nonetheless, something very special about it. In the midst of a busy 

life where we are often rushing to the next appointment, this service provides a 

point of stillness. In a world where we might constantly feel pressure to be ‘whole’, 

this service allows us to be real – however broken and vulnerable that may be. It is 

easy, in the midst of lots of activity, to miss out of what really matters. The Healing 

Service always reminds me of a heart truth – we are called to know God’s love and 

to live out of that centre. Not 

everyone, of course, can be in 

church at 12.30pm on a Tuesday 

– or at one of the other times 

when quiet services take place - 

but all of us, I suspect, need time 

each week for a ‘Healing Service’ 

moment.
