One of the ways was to create a compelling
Image or metaphor that helps us to talk about our faith. Sharing our faith picture is
a powerful way to communicate our own unigue relationship with God. Here is one
from Sarah Martin, who kindly hosted a group in her home:

My Faith Picture is like bird-watching. Whenever |
sit in a bird hide there are usually birds right there
in front of me, easy to spot, just as God is always
around me. But then, as | wait patiently and
quietly, in swoops a majestic sparrow-hawk or a
vivid, blue kingfisher and there is much excitement.
God often provides drama like this, as | wait
prayerfully and expectantly, He answers prayer and
provides me with the tools to carry out His will.
This reminds me of Anna, a prophetess, she waited and prayed, and was rewarded
with the glory of seeing Jesus as a baby in the temple, God swooped into her life
after all her years of dedicated prayer and fasting.
